Geophysics and drill core information are default layers in all views except Titles.

Ticking any of the boxes in the Layer Legend makes the layers visible. You may need
to expand a layer to view its legend by selecting the cross symbol on the right side of
the Layer Legend panel.

You can add any of the layers listed below to the legend by selecting the Select Layers

icon from the tool bar at the top of the map view. Layers positioned at the top of the
Legend panel will display over the top of layers lower down the panel.

Download an area reduced to 0.53% (the highest percentage possible) of the
selected extent, centred on the original area you selected. Click to start download
with the reduced extent.

OR

Download only the first selected layer e.g. "Mineral Dr i | | Hol eso, for
extent visible. Click to start download for first layer.

The download process will allow you to save the data in a WinZip file format.
Some environments may return an "Unknown File Type" message. Should this
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occur, please continue and make sure the file is saved as a .zip file by adding
.zip to the file name before saving.

Turn off your Pop Up blocker to download a map successfully. All downloaded map
data is in Decimal Degrees of Latitude /Longitude on GDA94.

Show Legend

All default layers of a selected view will be automatically displayed. If the Layer Legend

is not displayed, use the Show Legend icon |:|:| on the map view toolbar to display the
Layer Legend panel. Your customised map views may then be saved as bookmarks for
easy future access.

Select Layers

If you need to view layers other than those listed, click the Select Layers icon |i on
the toolbar and select the layers you require from the extensive list. You can
manipulate your view of the map by toggling on and off those layers displayed in the
Layer Legend.

Print Map

The Print Map icon 'EP generates a printout of the current map view extent. The Print
Map pop up screen will display:

Bookmarks

A bookmark is a way of saving your favourite web page so that you can find it again
later.

Registered users can create up to 100 bookmarks, each with its own particular spatial
extent and set of layers as designated by the user. Guest users can create only one
bookmark.Create Bookmarks

Select the view that you want to bookmark. Zoom into the level which shows the
desired features and add any layers you need.

When your view is ready to bookmark, select the Bookmark icon m] This will change
the Layer Selection panel on the left to the Bookmark panel as seen below.
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
